The school fees shall be paid in full for the entire school year. Alternative payment schedules
are available upon written request.

School Fees Paid by One Payment

A. The school fees are due the first day of the school year and shall be paid at that time for the
entire school year.

B. Late payment shall attract a penalty of 5% of the total school fees due if payment is not
received within thirty (30) days after enrollment

C. Late payment shall attract a penalty of 10% of the total school fees due if payment is not
received within sixty (60) days after enroliment.

D. If school fees are not received in full after ninety (90) days of enrollment, the student
concerned shall beithdrawn from the school and may resume classes when all school fees
and penalties are paid.

E. Families may enroll their children for only part of the school year if their parents know that
they will be leaving Guinea during the school year. The family pagyfor the duration of
the enrollment only, but after 135 days of school the child is considered enrolled for a full
year. The Director will require evidence that the family is planning to leave during the
school year. If the family prolongs its stayGuinea, the remainder of the school fees is due
within thirty (30) days of the prolongation of the stay. The policy on late payment of school
fees will apply from that date.

School Fees Paid by Two Payments

The school fees shall be paid in two equeyments without any interest added to the second

payment.

A. The first payment is due the first day of the school year and the second on FeBruary 1

B. Late payment shall attract a penalty of 5% of the total school fees due if payment is not
received withirthirty (30) days of the due date.

C. Late payment shall attract a penalty of 10% of the total school fees due if payment is not
received within sixty (60) days of the due date.

D. If no school fees are received after ninety (90) days of enroliment, the stodeetned
shall be withdrawn from the school and may resume classes when all school fees and
penalties due for the remaining school year are paid.
